· Don’t buy mags, say no to pornography, challenge cse – nae lap dancing clubs – don’t visit internet sites that exploit and demoralise women (x4)

· More resources for men to come together to discuss and debate issues (x3)

· Be political in the pub, football matches, sport. (x2)

· Be aware of what you are saying and don’t make excuses for exploitation of, and violence against women.

· Remember you’ve got support to challenge – we’re with you!!!

· Listen to the experience of women’s groups who have done this work for years.  Learn from our successes and failures.  Build a good information base it gives you confidence to talk to others.

· Start the youngsters – sew the seed for a different perspective on self/others/society and identity etc. and over the generations will slowly be allowed to be vulnerable.

· Men’s perspective on parenting.

· Not all men are aware of the extent of the problem to challenge it in the first place.
