· Responsibility to address the VAW is everyone’s!

· Narrow definitions of masculinity need debunking.

· Changing attitudes from an early age – challenge existing male sexist.

· The idea that addressing men’s violence is an issue for women.

· Structures in society that support gender inequality.

· The world – violence and abuse are linked to injustice.  We need a fairer world for violence to end!

· Politicians funding – a will to make this to happen.

· All men to recognise their part in the existing inequality and will change ….

· Involve children in planning of service.

· Acceptance that his will dilute funding of women’s groups.

· Societies attitude to DV

· Working with men who are violent should be seen as a political priority locally and nationally.

· Move on from talking about it to doing it.
	· Recognition needs to emerge that the only way forward is to work respectfully and together.

· Everything!  Women-blaming for a start.  Need to change societal attitudes towards men and women, violence and position of men and women.

· Attitudes towards men in cases where domestic abuse id present in contact (x3)

· Inequality

· Criminal justice system – sheriff’s attitudes towards domestic abuse fiscal’s minimalising assaults on women.

· Attitude to working women.

· Provision of resources to lack of policies and strategies to support women/children and work with men.

· Men!  They need to acknowledge their own responsibilities and masculinities.

· The media and societal attitudes.
