· Role of voluntary sector – experience through out to be recognised.

· Need for publicity campaigns by men for men!

· “Early intervention “work in schools etc i.e. attitudes of boys towards women and violence.

· Still a huge gap which has to start being addressed.  No more talking – more doing.  Where are the SE – are they here today? –Yes

· Organisations have to work together to keep men visible.

· That finally men are looking at men – long overdue

· That it’s not all about men wanting power and control, because they do actually feel very power less.

· A solution is possible!

· Society’s cultures keep men in their ‘masculine’ roles.  Need encouragement to be brave enough to be amongst those who change and challenge today’s role models….

· There is a positive possibility that men and women can work together…….and well.

· That trying to support women, children and young people who have experienced domestic abuse is an incomplete circle without men being included and held to account.
